Partly thanks to 

the full-height glass windows fronting onto 

other fitness equipment and public areas the      

Pickleball gym is attracting a growing and 
diverse age range of players as can be seen 

from the photograph taken above at a Satur-

day's afternoon session. Presently the arrange-

ment is drop-in/pick-up for Y-members or day

-pass holders, but as more people start to play 

we anticipate pressure building for more struc-

tured coaching and playing arrangements.    

Fortunately several ex-squash and racquetball 

players (the racquet club closed in Owen 

Sound about 10-years ago) have played pick-

leball as snowbirds in Arizona and are learn-
ing the rules and playing strategies easier for 

novice players.  

With Pickleball now being played at nearby 

Sauble Beach and Port Elgin, intense local 

area rivalry is anticipated! Owen Sound has 

long been a centre of sporting excellence in 
Ontario so expect us to make our mark in pro-

vincial and national pickleball tournaments 

sooner rather than later, although most players 

are expected to be interested in recreational 

play only.  

   Presently three Pickleball courts are made 

available in the gym, Tuesdays and Thursdays 

2:00 to 3:00pm, and Saturdays 3:00pm to 

4:00pm. We are hoping to add a 2-hour mid-

week evening session early in December and 

also extend the Saturday session to 2 hours.  

   Owen Sound is a port city of approximately 
21,000 on the south-west shore of Georgian 

Bay about 100-miles NNW of Toronto.

  We are very pleased to announce that the 2nd Annual Pickleball 

Canada National Open Championship will be held in Abbotsford 

on July 6 - 7, 2013.   The City of Abbotsford will again be host-

ing this National Tournament at Abbotsford Recreation Centre 

(ARC) and Yale Secondary School with 14 indoor courts.  There 

will be 20 events of Open, Age 55+, 60+, 65+, 70+, Under 55 

and a Junior event.  We had 163 players in 2012, we expect to 

have about 200 players in 2013.  There will be a limit on the 

number of players, so please register early.  Registration forms 

will be available at ARC and on Pickleball Canada, USAPA and 

other websites.  Registrations will start on December 1, 2012. 

   This National Tournament will be sanctioned by Pickleball 

Canada. Pickleball Canada gives Tournament Points to the win-

ners and publishes the names of the winners with their tourna-

ment points in our newsletters and websites. In our December 

newsletter, we have published the names of the top 18 pickleball 

players with the most Tournament points in Canada.

All events in all divisions will follow a round-robin or double 

elimination format. 

Awards will go to the top 3 teams in each event.  A player may 

play in a maximum of 2 events. 

The tournament ball will be the green Jugs ball.  Current IFP 

Rules will apply.  Format and events are subject to change.  

 

In a perfect world with perfect people, we would rate ourselves 

honestly so as to play fairly with all players. But we all know that 

does not happen.  

   It is with great pleasure that we can now happily announce that 

after much discussion and agreement, we will have ONE RAT-
INGS SYSTEM for Canada and the U.S.A. which will then be 

offered and set for the world through IFP.  An IFP Rating means a 

player will have the same rating in Canada and the U.S.A.  Right 

now there are approx. 50 Canadians who are already rated and 

play in USAPA Sanctioned tournaments, 25 from BC, 13 from 

Ontario plus others from Alberta, Sask., & Manitoba.

to find how to set your players’ ratings. You can also go to:  

http://ipickleball.org/ratings/ratings_doc.thml to see that we 

now have a "common system" for both the USAPA, PCO & other 

countries. You can view your ratings on the USAPA Rating 
Page which is titled "IFP Player Ratings - for players in the U.S. 

and Canada".  Many local clubs are already rating their players, 

like COPA in the Okanagan and will welcome this benefit for 

PCO members. As this system moves forward we can look      

forward to "rated" events on both sides of our  borders using the 

same IFP rules.  
   This is simply another benefit of being a member of a truly Na-

tional Pickleball Association.  Pickleball Canada spent considera-

ble time in discussion with the USAPA to arrive at this agree-

ment. Our president Dave Shepherd, with the help of Bill 

Franzman (Kelowna), Bev Butt, Shirley Shepherd and of course 

Bill Booth (USAPA) came to a quick & fair agreement that will 

enhance our sport for many years to come.  

   This is the fastest growing sport in North America, and PCO, 

working in cooperation with USAPA, the largest Pickleball Asso-

ciation in the world, has provided a benefit for us all. 

   This is the natural next step to take on the road to National and 

Worldwide recognition of our sport.  Another good reason to join

INTERNATIONAL FEDERATION OF PICKLEBALL (IFP) PLAYER RATINGS  - THE BENEFITS 

   In the month of August 2011 Jerome Tanner, a resident of Bridge-

water, NS approached the local Parks and Rec. Department about 

introducing Pickleball to the residents of the area through their pro-

gram offerings.  They agreed to do this and purchased the recreation-

al paddles and balls.  The program began in January 2012 at a local 
gym where three badminton courts were transformed into Pickleball 

courts.  They offered  2 days a week with instructions given by Mr.

   The game has been well received by the local residents & operates 

on a pay as you go play and has now expanded to 3 times a week.

LESS KNOWN RULES- SHOTS AROUND NET 

POST 

 

A situation arose this week.  Most players were unaware 

of Rule 12.K- Shots Around Net Post. 

If a ball hit at an angle bounces in the court and travels 

beyond the sidelines, a player may return ball around 

outside of net post. Ball does not need to return over net 

and there is no restriction on height of return.  Try it 

when situation arises! Watch the shocked expressions! 

 

Some other less known Rules:  

12.A. Carry and Double Hits. Balls can unintentionally 

be hit twice or “carried”, but this must be during a con-

tinuous, single-direction stroke without a definite second 

push. (rev. 2011) 

12.D. Broken/Cracked Ball.  Play continues until end 
of rally and ball is replaced.  In a tournament, if referee 

determines broken/cracked ball affected outcome of  

rally, referee shall call for a replay. 

12.E. Injury During Game. Rally continues to its end 

despite injury to any player. 

12.F. Player Equipment Problem.  Rally shall not be 

stopped if a player loses/breaks paddle or  personal item.
