Rat-
ings from 1.0 (beginners), 1.5 (novice) 2.0 - 2.5, 3.0 - 3.5, these groups all have separate
playing times per week. This format allows everyone to play twice a week and to play at
similar levels where they are comfortable, yet challenged and having fun too.
