Invented in 1965 on Bainbridge Island, Washington, pickleball has seen
tremendous growth across North America and the world. Today, pickleball
Is the fastest growing sport in Canada with more than 1.37 million individual
Canadians now playing pickleball at least once per month. Whether nine or
ninety years of age, anyone can play. It is great fun and very gratifying to
get the entire family out on the court.

Pickleball Canada is proud to have over 70,000 members and 11
Provincial/Territorial associations with continued growth as the game
continues to see increased popularity across the country. National
Pickleball Day gives us all an opportunity to share our love of the sport
within our communities; connect with our clubs, provinces, and territories;
and continue to spread the word about this incredible sport.

This toolkit has been designed to provide ideas of how you can celebrate
National Pickleball Day in your province, territory, club or community, and
includes National Pickleball Day logos, frames for social media, and
sample social media posts.

We encourage you to celebrate National Pickleball Day however is best for
you, taking pictures and videos to share with Pickleball Canada and your
communities along the way. Feel free to use the logos, frames, and sample
posts in your own promotion of National Pickleball Day, and we would love
to see how you celebrate pickleball in Canada!




What is National Pickleball Day?

The second Saturday of August has been designated as National Pickleball
Day in Canada, a day to celebrate and promote the sport that connects us
all. In 2025, National Pickleball Day will take place on Saturday, August 9™,

National Pickleball Day isn’t only for members and affiliated clubs, just like
pickleball, it's for all! This celebration is an excellent vehicle to drive
awareness of our sport and introduce the game to new players across the
country. Every club can host events such as learn-to-play sessions to
expose new players to the game, promoting social inclusion and health
benefits, as well as demonstrating how fun and friendly the game truly is.

The promotional materials included in this toolkit can be used on print
media such as flyers and brochures, digital media such as Instagram and
Facebook posts, on your website, or even on t-shirts.




How to Take Part

Provincial and Territorial Associations

Recognize National Pickleball Day by encouraging your clubs to organize
something on Saturday, August 9 that will create awareness of pickleball
and/or introduce the game to potential players.

You can use the items included in this toolkit or create your own
promotional materials using the National Pickleball Day logo to let your
members know August 9 is more than any other day on the courts.

Clubs

Include National Pickleball Day on your club event calendar! If you already
have programming scheduled for Saturday, August 9, make sure to spread
the word of the special occasion to your members and consider including
National Pickleball Day promotion in the planned programming.

If you don’t yet have programming planned for National Pickleball Day,
consider planning learn-to-play sessions to attract new members in your
communities or get your current members together for some fun matches,
practices, or skills sessions to celebrate the day.

Here are some ideas of events you could organize in your club or
community:

e Learn-to-play sessions

e Fundraising activity

e Tournament

e BBQ and play

e Bring a friend day

e Skills and drills session

The possibilities are endless! Find what works best for your club or
community and keep the focus on fun and inclusivity.



Spread the Word

Promote your event via social media, newsletters, posters, flyers, local
media, etc. Include #NationalPickleballDay when you post on social
media so we can see and share your pictures, videos, and promotions.

The wider you promote your event, the more successful it will be. Some
suggested channels:
e Promote National Pickleball Day on your website. If you create a
specific page, be sure to have reference to it on your home page
e Social Media posts (don’t forget to include #NationalPickleballDay)
e Write an article for your local printed magazines and include an
invitation to take part
e Ask your facility to include information on your event in their e-
newsletters
¢ Include information on your event below your email signature block
e Send invitations directly to people on your membership database
e Display posters in your venue and other local venues visited by
potential players, such as shops, libraries, gyms, and community
centres
e Send a press release to your local media including newspapers, radio
stations, and TV stations to let them know about your event

National Pickleball Day Highlights from 2022, 2023, & 2024

Looking for inspiration for your National Pickleball Day celebration? Last
year Pickleball Canada received submissions from members across the
country sharing their stories and pictures from National Pickleball Day
2022, 2023, & 2024.

National Pickleball Day 2022
A few highlights of the stories received include:

Fredericton, New Brunswick — The Fredericton Pickleball Club
celebrated National Pickleball Day with 5 hours of outdoor fun league
play in beautiful weather.

Vaudreuil-Dorion, Quebec — The Vaudreuil-Dorion Pickleball Club
hosted a successful initiation event with 32 new players registered.
The club used four courts to teach new players the game, while on
another four courts members demonstrated the sport and paired up
with newly initiated players.

Grand Bend, Ontario — One and a half years ago, Dave Tomlinson’s
group started with 6 players outside on a seldom used municipal
basketball court. On National Pickleball Day, 31 attending players
spent the day on that same court, now 3 pickleball courts, that had a
$20,000 facelift. The group continues to lobby for more courts,
demonstrating the increasing demand for pickleball in their
community.

Winnipeg, Manitoba — Jeffrey Xie founded the LF South Winnipeg
Pickleball Club just one week before National Pickleball Day and
celebrated by teaching a group of beginner players the game of
pickleball. Jeffrey is passionate about bringing pickleball to
newcomers to Canada and demonstrating how sport can help
immigrants build new connections and adapt to life in Canada.
Calgary, Alberta — Pickleball Connect ran a National Pickleball Day
tournament which was a lot of fun and a great way for fellow
pickleballers to compete, get to know one another and celebrate their
love for the sport.



Cortes Island, British Columbia — Don Hall and his group of
dedicated pickleball players celebrated the day playing pickleball on
their small, rural island off the coast of British Columbia.

National Pickleball Day 2023
Some highlights from 2023 include:

Shediac, New Brunswick — The Shediac Pickleball Club’s National
Pickleball Day event had open play pickleball, walking obstacle
course with pickleballs on people’s paddles, corn toss with pickleballs
and a dinking challenge. They served a corn boil for lunch with
around 60 members in attendance including some Shediac Town
staff and councillors

St. Thomas, Ontario — The St. Thomas Pickleball Club posted signs
at their outdoor courts inviting any and all to try pickleball. They mixed
up club members and non-club players to create the social/fun side of
the game.

L’ Ange-Gardien, Quebec — A group in the town of L’ Ange-Gardien,
Quebec invited fans of the sport to familiarize themselves with
activity. They offered a fun social event for all.

Powell River, British Columbia — A group which formed in 2020 by
Barb Struch who organized a learn-to-play program for seniors in the
area hosted a reunion for the group. There were dinking games, court
play, two barbecues during this event.

Miltonvale, Prince Edward Island — In Miltonvale they celebrated
National Pickleball Day with a fun tournament. There were two
categories, recreational and advanced. For a number of the players in
the recreational category it was their first-time experiencing
tournament play. There was a hotdog/ hamburger barbecue lunch
between the categories. It was a good time had by all!

National Pickleball Day 2024
Some highlights from 2024 include:

Vernon, British Columbia — The Vernon Pickleball Association was
with the Downtown Vernon Association to host a Pickleball Day falling
on National Pickleball Day August 10th. A portion of downtown



Vernon's main street was completely closed down to accommodate
four pickleball courts and a street party. Three courts were used for a
'‘Queen/King of the Court' style tournament, and one court was used
as a demonstration court for people interested in pickleball. There
was a DJ playing music, a few food trucks, Tourism Vernon &
Pickleball Depot were on site, as well as tables and chairs for people
to relax & enjoy the festive pickleball street party. All in all, it was a
success and a great way to celebrate National Pickleball Day!

Newmarket, Ontario — The Newmarket Pickleball Club was
established and opened in May 2023. On August 10 of 2024 they
suddenly had 560 members of which 170 people came to their annual
barbecue on August 10th to celebrate national PB day. The
Newmarket Pickleball Club had four Canadian Professional Pickleball
players put on a pros match for all the club members to see. Harvey’s
also attended the event and provided a complementary barbeque for
all of their members and the event was sponsored by Amica
Newmarket. During the event drop-in play occurred from 8 AM to 4
PM that day and naturally it was quite busy and well managed by our
club volunteers.

Medicine Hat, Alberta — The Medicine Hat Pickleball Club hosted an
Under the Lights Play at their club. They started the evening singing
O Canada to honour National Pickleball Day. Their President made a
few announcements and then they all drew numbers from 1-16 out of
a hat. The women drew first in the order that they had signed

up. Then the men drew numbers from 1-16 and that is how they
determined partners. The first-round match ups were to 11, win by 2,
best of 3 switching sides at 6 on the tie breaker. The second and
subsequent rounds were to 15, win by 2 and switch sides at 8. Play
was sportsmanlike but competitive! Everyone brought a shareable
snack and a beverage of choice for after the play was done and they
had a great 70s and 80s music playlist to make it even more fun.

Invermere, British Columbia — Invermere Pickleball Club celebrated
National Pickleball Day on Saturday, August 10th, with a great
morning of pickleball followed by a potluck lunch. Fantastic turnout
including players from other clubs in the area and visitors to the town.



There were prizes awarded to the best dressed in Canadian clothes
to celebrate the wrap up of the Olympics. Fun was had by all!!

Campbell River, British Columbia — The Campbell River Pickleball
Association planned a full day of activities to celebrate National
Pickleball Day. In the morning club members began the day with
specific pickleball warm-up exercises led by a highly skilled
kinesiologist form the city. Club players were then divided into two
teams and participated in a Mega Team Rally Tournament. Rally
scoring was kept after each round played. After every two rounds,
Teams White and Red had to then complete fun challenges for
additional points. This was the highlight of the morning with lots of
laughs and friendly competition. The teams participated in relay races
with a paddle and ball, with a paddle and ball, shoe hunt, and word
scramble. The day ended with the crowning of Team White! Players
shared food and the organizers drew participation prizes generously
donated by various sponsors from the community. In the afternoon,
drop-in ‘Learn-to-Play’ session for non-club members was organized
and hosted by the Campbell River Pickleball Association. Participants
were introduced to the game and its rules, practiced various skills and
drills at different stations. This was followed by some game time with
some of the clubs’ volunteers. Overall, it was a great day for all!

Alma, Quebec — The Alma Pickleball Club was very proud to
participate in National Pickleball Day for the third consecutive year.
The team at Alma Pickleball Club initiated around 20 new recruits
during the event. They are more than happy to be added to the club’s
current 350 members.
